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A host of celebrated writers have helped forge Edinburgh’s rich
literary legacy over the centuries, including James Boswell, Sir
Walter Scott, Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, Robert Louis Stevenson,
JM Barrie and John Buchan. Today authors including JK
Rowling, Alexander McCall Smith and lan Rankin continue
the tradition. Edinburgh was named the world'’s first UNESCO
City of Literature in 2004 and is home to the International Book
Festival, the National Library of Scotland, the Writers’ Museum,
the Scottish Poetry Library, Scottish Book Trust, the Scottish

Storytelling Centre and the Scottish Publishers Association.

Edinburgh is renowned for its architecture and is home to some
of the world’s best known buildings. Famous architects that
have completed buildings in the Inspiring Capital include Robert
Adam, William Playfair, Norman Foster and Enric Miralles.
Internationally acclaimed architect Sir Terry Farrell has an office
in Edinburgh and was appointed as Edinburgh’s first ever City
Design Champion by The City of Edinburgh Council in 2004.
Two of Scotland’s six schools of architecture are in Edinburgh.
Heriot-Watt's School of the Built Environment and Edinburgh
College of Art also offer planning and urban design courses,
while a number of colleges across the city region offer related

architectural technology qualifications.
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As Scotland’s capital and home of the Scottish Parliament,

Edinburgh City Region is an important centre for the nation’s
substantial and growing marketing communications industry.
Edinburgh is home to some of Scotland’s largest and most
successful players in this sector, including The Leith Agency,
Carat Edinburgh, Weber Shandwick and Tayburn Design. There
are also a large number of smaller agencies and consultancies
specialising in different marketing communications activities,
including public affairs. Scotland-wide, the sector is estimated to

contribute more than £ 1 billion to the Scottish economy.
